A FEW more days and vot-
ers will again troop to the polls
to elect the new leaders of
Puerto Galera.  One Mayor, one
Vice Mayor and 8 Councilors will
win, meaning, come “judgement
day”, there will be 29 losers who
will mostly say they were
cheated.

This election is unlike most
I have seen and been involved
with.  There are 6 factors which
make it different.

Firstly, Puerto Galera has not
seen this many candidates for
Mayor since it became a munici-
pality.  With 6 aspirants for
Mayor, it is expectedly noisier,
more colorful (with all the pro-
paganda), and more interesting.

What makes it more interest-

ing, is Factor No. 2, the Atienza
family feud.  Incumbent Mayor
Teo Atienza is running for Vice
Mayor under his chosen suc-
cessor, nephew Dr. Hubbert
Atienza Dolor.  Teo’s younger
brother, Kiko Atienza, who had
filed a case against Teo not so
long ago, is running for Mayor
and had been openly attacking
the Mayor.  Another brother, Vic
Atienza, is also running for
Mayor.  Loud campaign jingles
have been blasting every morn-
ing from his house which is only
a few hundred yards from Teo’s
residence.  One can only guess
what kind of morning the incum-
bent Mayor wakes up to.

Factor No. 3 is the seeming
absence of the Locsin support

to any candidate.  Traditionally,
the candidate that the Locsins
support will also be supported
by the Zobels. They are neigh-
bors in Forbes Park and they
speak the same language, figu-
ratively and literally speaking.
So, if either will stay neutral,
then it would be logical to say
that both will be neutral.  Now,
the candidates have to spend
their own money, whether hard-
earned or otherwise.  Now, a
Mayor wannabe would ensure
that he gets the result for every
peso he spends.  This time it’s
more personal, this time it hurts.

The fourth factor is the ex-
pected outcome of the third.  No
Locsin means candidates will
try to get support from other
power brokers who have a stake
in what will be allowed and will
not be allowed in Puerto Galera.
The loteng operators for one will
support the Mayor who will
guarantee the continued, un-
hampered operation of their
business.  The bet collectors,
numbering some say to a hun-
dred or more, will vote for the
Mayor that will ensure their live-
lihood.  Some rich Koreans will
most likely support the candi-
dates who will support the
nighttime entertainment indus-

try.  A shrewd politician will send “negotiators”
to both the entities above, so expect nothing to
change.  Why should there be…the Church could
barely whimper.

Lastly, Teo has upped the craving of politi-
cians to become Mayor with all the perks and
privileges now associated with the position.  The
millions that most are willing to spend would be a
sound investment, period.

These factors increase the danger of this elec-
tion turning violent, perhaps even deadly.  One
can only hope that the aspirants will have the wis-
dom to accept defeat graciously for the future of
this town, and the rhetoric would be reality.

The voters
At the end of the day, it is the voters who will

decide who will be their next leaders.  These lead-
ers will determine the path this municipality takes
whether forward or again backward.  It is the voter
who will decide to accept or say no to the money
proffered, and/or vote according to his/her con-
science.  It is the voter who will decide to vote for
the leader who will improve the economy, create
more jobs, and improve the plight of the poor.
The 1000 pesos for a vote will last only a few
days; the voter must look beyond and make a
leap of faith to vote for the candidate who has
the ability to make good things happen.

But this is not a perfect world.  Sadly, as re-
flected in the survey, many will sell their votes
and many would buy them willingly.  The issues
of the past are forgotten, replaced by lies and
more lies.  The vote seller will believe the lies if
only to justify his/her misdeed.  It was not so

long ago when the proponents of the one-point-
of-entry ordinance were all in danger of not get-
ting re-elected when thousands of businessmen,
bankeros, passengers especially from Sabang
and White Beach, swore they will not vote for
them this coming election.  All forgotten now;
truly voters here have short memories.  To re-
fresh their memories here are main proponents of
that controversial ordinance: Mayor Teo Atienza,
Vice Mayor Johhny Ascan and Councilor Berting
Macatangay, primary author of the ordinance.

How do the people of Puerto Galera vote?
This was asked to politicians and the com-

mon answers were the following:
1. By the amount of resources given before

and during the election.
2. By affinity and “blood relationship” to the

candidate.
3. The candidate’s popularity or charisma.
Important issues and the candidate’s program

of government figure at the bottom of the voters’
rationale.

We asked several politicians for the percent-
age of voters who can be bought and the answer
given is a shocking 40 per cent.

The obvious conclusion presents a grim fu-
ture for this town.  The rich Makati-based fami-
lies are in a catch-22 situation; if they get out of
the picture, other power brokers with sinister
plans can easily corrupt the candidates.  On the
other hand, actively supporting candidates will
continue to erode their image to a growing middle
class.  The legacy that they will leave is not one
to be proud of.

Our people need to realize that we have a
problem in leadership and that the solution will
depend on their collective decision this May.

THE CAMPAIGN period started on March 30 and
as early as 5 in the morning of that very day, the
campaign jingle of some of the candidates began
blaring in full volume making an otherwise nor-
mal morning quite annoying to many.

From March 30 up to April 4, the candidates
went around all the 13 barangays, knocked on
doors and shook hands with the voters.  April 5
And  6 saw the candidates honoring the holy
week celebrations with no one campaigning
openly.  The 2-day respite gave the candidates,
time to assess their chances, come-up with strat-
egies and get the needed campaign materials.

Dr. Oscar Evangelista’s group and Dr.
Hubbert Dolor’s group were the most prepared
in terms of campaign paraphernalia including
posters, tarpaulin, flyers and campaign jingle.  The
other candidates slowly caught up with thou-
sands of campaign materials added to the thou-
sands plastered everywhere.

The two brothers of the incumbent Mayor,
Teo Atienza, who are both running for Mayor,
both as Independent with no Vice Mayor or Coun-
cilor, dressed up their respective headquarters
with huge tarpaulin billboards.

Kiko Atienza and Vic Atienza, remains unde-
terred in their quest to succeed their older brother
Teo, who is running as the Vice Mayor of nephew
Dr. Dolor.  Teo can no longer run for Mayor be-
cause of a constitutional ban on a fourth con-
secutive term.

A traveler to Calapan will surely notice the
difference in terms of the volume of campaign
materials splashed everywhere in Puerto Galera
compared to the more populated towns of Baco,
Calapan and Naujan.  It appears that the candi-
dates here have more money to spend on propa-
ganda than there counterparts in other munici-

palities.  One comical remark from an observer:
Even the rats are having problems climbing co-
conut trees with all the glossy posters and tar-
paulins…

The third and fourth week of April saw the
candidates crisscrossing Puerto Galera with an
ever growing volume of campaign materials fes-
tooned in every tree, every wall, every house and
in almost every vehicle in town.

Posters, banners, streamers, stickers whether
legal or not so legal are placed everywhere.  Each
candidate has a different gimmick to get votes.
And some supporters are more passionate than
the candidate resulting in verbal altercations with
some ending in a police blotter.

One incident is between the supporters of Dr.
Dolor and Dr. Evangelista.  The latter claiming
that the posters of their Mayor were defaced.
However, the supporters of the Dr. Evangelista
said that “their” posters are the ones being de-
stroyed.

But accusations and allegations of dirty tricks
are also affecting other candidates and posters
and streamers appear and disappear as campaign
speeches become more contentious bordering on
the candidates personal lives to allegations of
corruption as the election draw near.

Pundits say that this election might even be-
come more dangerous than the 1998 election
where blood was spilled at the Municipal Hall.
As early as the first and second week into the
campaign, some candidates have already spent
millions of pesos and are ready to spend millions
more to ensure their victory.  But at the end of the
day only one will be the Mayor, one will be the
Vice Mayor and 8 will be Councilors.

Some will accept defeat graciously while most
will say they were cheated.
